We return the enclosed document which has been filed with the City Clerk and ask 

that it be introduced and referred to the Committee on Judiciary & Legislation 

with the following recommendation. 

 

Claimants, Vicky and Kenneth Bontempo, by their attorney, Mark Thompson, 

Cannon & Dunphy, S.C., P.O. Box 1750, Brookfield, WI 53008-1750, allege that 

on April 16, 2010 and while jogging, Ms. Bontempo was attacked by an off duty 

Milwaukee Police Department (MPD) police dog at 1904 West Grange Avenue. 

They claim damages in the amount of $100,000.00. 

 

Our investigation reveals that on the date in question, MPD Canine Officer 

Christina Marshall and her husband, MPD Sgt. Christopher Marshall, were in the 

front yard of their home conducting daily obedience training with MPD dog, 

“Kenny”. Ms. Bontempo was jogging towards the Marshall’s home.  She stopped 

suddenly and began to scream. 

 

This alerted Kenny, he perceived this as a threat and he barked, which caused Ms. 

Bontempo to panic, scream louder, turn and run. Kenny then made contact with 

Ms. Bontempo by securing her right arm and she fell. Kenny then made contact 

with Ms. Bontempo’s back causing an abrasion and a tear in her jacket. Kenny 

was immediately called off of Ms. Bontempo by Officer Marshall.  Throughout 

this incident Officer Marshall directed Ms. Bontempo not to scream, to remain 

calm and not to run, but Ms. Bontempo did not follow any of these directives.

Kenny was then placed in the Marshall residence and Sgt. Marshall assisted Ms. 

Bontempo and assessed her injuries. Ms. Bontempo refused medical attention and 

stated she was just shaken up. She noted she had been attacked by a German 

Shepard and she was aware that her behavior contributed to the incident. 

 

Since the canine officers were not negligent and were appropriately engaged in 

daily continuing canine maintenance training, we recommend denial of this claim.

Whereas, In 2004, nine Midwestern states released plans for a Midwest Regional Rail Initiative that 
would consist of a “hub-and-spoke” passenger rail network on 3,000 miles of track in those nine 
states, using modern train equipment operating at speeds up to 110 miles per hour to connect 
Chicago, Detroit, Milwaukee, St. Louis, Cincinnati, Cleveland, Minneapolis and other cities; and

Whereas, In 2010, the Obama administration authorized the expenditure of $8 billion in federal 
stimulus money for the development of 13 high-speed rail corridors throughout the nation, including 
$810 million for an extension of Amtrak’s Hiawatha service from Milwaukee to Madison, $1.1 billion

Whereas, The Wisconsin Alliance of Cities was founded in 1969 by 15 urban municipalities to collectively 
seek to equalize the shared revenue formula and to expand tax increment financing; and

Whereas, The City of Milwaukee was a founding member of the Alliance and since then has been represented 
by the Mayor or a representative of the Mayor from within the City Department of Administration;  and

Whereas, The members of the Alliance of Cities determined that is was in the best interest of the municipalities 
statewide to terminate the Alliance of Cities as a separate organization and to merge the Alliance activities into 
the League of Wisconsin Municipalities; and

Whereas, The League of Municipalities has revised its bylaws to establish an Urban Alliance comprised of 
those League members with populations over 10,000 who choose to also become members of the Urban 
Alliance; and

Whereas, The City of Milwaukee is a member of the Urban Alliance; and 

Whereas, The Urban Alliance bylaws specify that it is anticipated that the chief executive officer of each 
member city will serve as the voting representative for the Urban Alliance, but allow the Chief Executive 
Officer to designate an alternate administrative representative if approved by Common Council resolution; and

Whereas, The Mayor has designated the position of the Legislative Liaison Director to serve as the voting 
representative for the Urban Alliance in the Mayor’s absence; now, therefore, be it.
