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	Text Field 1: Resolution approving Amendment No. 2 to the Project Plan for Tax Incremental District No. 67 (Pabst Brewery/The Brewery Project), authorizing expenditures and authorizing approval of the Land Acquisition Report, in the 4th Aldermanic District.  Amendment No. 2 to Tax Incremental District No. 67 would provide up to $16,700,000 for public infrastructure improvements, $500,000 for commercial corridor programs, $1,500,000 for property acquisition (and related site work), $1,500,000 for housing programs, $1,500,000 for contingency and $750,000 in administrative costs, totaling $22,450,000.  This file also approves the acquisition of property, as outlined in the Land Acquisition Report. 
	Text Field 2: The infrastructure improvements have been identified by the Department of Public Works and Milwaukee County Parks, as high priority, given their condition, as well as the need to improve pedestrian/bicycle safety and public parks.  In addition, the project will help provide additional housing opportunities for residents.

The infrastructure projects will also include Human Resource goals, providing business and job opportunities for Small Business Enterprises and local unemployed workers.
	Text Field 3: All groups, of all levels of ability, will be positively impacted through the created opportunity to enjoy the benefits of improved street quality, improved pedestrian and bicycle safety, and improved parks, to better meet the needs of the neighborhood. In addition, new affordable housing units will provide additional options for low and moderate income residents seeking housing.  

Through Chapter 355, the human resources requirements for the infrastructure projects will include Resident Preference Program goals for hiring City residents from the City's highest poverty zip codes.
	Text Field 4: The approval of the financing for this project includes public hearings at the Joint Review Board, Redevelopment Authority of the City of Milwaukee and the Zoning Neighborhood and Development Committee of the Common Council.
	Text Field 5: Over time, the improvements are beneficial in cultivating a thriving community through improved pedestrian and bicycle safety, a more functional street grid and improved parks.  In addition, vacant lots will be developed into new housing opportunities.
