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	Text Field 1: The Substitute resolution referenced within File Number 200638 relating to the proclamation of Mayor Tom Barrett, issued issued March 19, 2020, as approved by the Common Council in File Number 191907, relating to a state of emergency in the City of Milwaukee which rescinds the overnight parking portion of the this proclamation as of November 2, 2020, was adopted by the Common Council on October 13, 2020.
 
On March 19, 2020, Mayor Tom Barrett issued a proclamation which included temporarily suspending the enforcement of the following timed, metered, and night parking regulations: ss. 101-27, 101-23-4-(am-j), and 101-32; and on March 24, 2020, the Common Council passed Resolution File Number 191907, which ratified the Mayor’s proclamation and added a provision relating to licensing.  These regulations were suspended in response to the public health emergency associated with the  COVID-19 pandemic and Stay at Home orders. On June 10, 2020 the timed and metered parking regulations portion within ss.101-23-4-(am-j), and 101-32 of the Mayor's proclamation were rescinded.  On October 13, 2020 the overnight parking portion within s. 101-27 is rescinded as of November 2, 2020.



	Text Field 2: Night parking citations are city wide regulations which helps encourage the use of available off-street parking and improves access to on-street spaces for those who don't have off-street parking options.  The more cars that utilize street parking as a matter of convenience, the more congested on-street parking becomes reducing street parking availability for those that need it, and importantly, as close to their residence as possible.  Effective parking regulations benefit all city residents by providing parking access, addressing quality of life concerns, and allowing the delivery of efficient municipal services, including street sweeping, leaf pickup, and critical snow and ice control to maintain public safety.  
	Text Field 3: Minority groups which are most negatively or positively impacted are those which live within the most densely populated areas of the city.  Documents attached include a population density map and a night parking citation density map (night parking citation issued in 2019), which correlates with the population density map.  Positive impacts for all city residents include providing parking access by encouraging the use of off-street parking for those who don't have off-street parking options, addressing quality of life concerns, and allowing the delivery of efficient municipal services, including street sweeping, leaf pickup, and critical snow and ice control to maintain public safety.  Negative impacts for those who are non-compliant with the night parking regulations are parking citations.  It should be noted that the negative impacts can be mitigated by compliance with these regulations.     
	Text Field 4: A major informational campaign is ongoing to reach residents. This includes Spanish translated notifications going to news media, the City's E-notify lists, text alert list, and social media including Next Door throughout the City of Milwaukee. Multiple community groups serving Spanish language residents are included on the distribution list. Coordination is ongoing to have a Spanish speaking spokesperson at virtual meetings.  Bilingual warning notices will be placed on all vehicles which would be non-compliant with the night parking regulations beginning Monday, October 19th through Nov 2, 2020, when these regulations will be reinstated. 
	Text Field 5: Beginning Monday, October 19th bilingual warning notices will be placed on all vehicles which would be non-compliant with the night parking regulations when reinstated as of Nov 2, 2020.  These warning notices will be compiled by area/address.  Parking citation issuance is compiled by area/address, including those specific to night parking regulations, on an annual basis and upon request. Analytics for the digital communication also tell us how many people are receiving the messages via the various channels. 
	Text Field 6: Parking information is available at milwaukee.gov/parking.  Night parking permits can be purchased anytime either online or at any of the police district stations, or during open business hours at any of the violations bureau payment centers or the tow lot.  For short term/temporary on street parking needs temporary night parking permission (may only granted for up to 3 nights in a 30 day period, vehicles must display valid license plates and have less than 2 citations unpaid for longer than 30 days) is available online or by calling 286-8300 between the hours of 7 a.m. and 1 a.m. Sunday - Friday.  Payment plans are available for unpaid citations (incremental payments are set over a 12 month period and an initial downpayment is required).  

DPW has designated representatives that will serve on the City of Milwaukee Racial Equity and Leadership Team and look forward to working with the Office of Equity and Inclusion and Chief Equity Officer if the 2021 budget is approved. These liaisons will be carefully monitoring this and reviewing other DPW programs and services through a racial equity lens. The team will meet next month after budget adoption.
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
