EXHIBIT “B”

MAINTENANCE AND CAPITAL REPAIR RESPONSIBILITIES


Except as indicated below or except when an improvement is installed by a third party under City permit (e.g. a bus shelter), the City of Milwaukee shall assume full responsibility for maintenance and capital repair of the improvements constructed or installed in the public rights-of-way within the Cherokee Point subdivision.   Maintenance and capital repairs shall be undertaken by the City as needed and in accord with its normal procedures for maintenance and capital repair of public improvements.  The term “maintenance” shall mean repairs or services of a routine and ongoing nature.  The term “capital repairs” shall mean infrequent but significant repairs or improvements necessitated by structural defect or substantial deterioration.

1. The Cherokee Point Subdivision Association Inc. or individual property owners within the limits of the subdivision shall be responsible for snow removal, litter control and other routine maintenance of the public sidewalk areas as required by City Code.

2. The Cherokee Point Subdivision Association Inc. shall be responsible for maintaining and/or completing capital repairs as necessary to the arbors described in Exhibit “A”.    

3. The Cherokee Point Subdivision Association Inc. shall be responsible for the initial planting and ongoing maintenance of the landscape beds surrounding the arbors.  Maintenance shall include annual plantings, replacement of dead plant material, and removal of litter that may accumulate.

4. With the exception of street tree maintenance and replacement as needed, the Cherokee Point Subdivision Association Inc. or individual property owners shall be responsible for maintenance of tree lawn areas (generally, the area between sidewalks and curbs) throughout the subdivision.   

5. The Cherokee Point Subdivision Association Inc. shall be responsible for maintenance and capital repair of any street furniture such as benches placed by it in public rights-of-way.
