The US Dept of Justice BJA Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program is
the primary provider of federal criminal justice funding to local governments. The balance of the
FY2020 JAG is awarded to the City of Milwaukee in the amount of $636,533. The City will serve as
the fiscal agent for the Cities of Milwaukee, West Allis, and Milwaukee County. Funding allocations
include $18,003 for City of West Allis, $237,868 for Milwaukee County, and $380,662 for City of
Milwaukee. The Milwaukee Police Department funding priorities include the Milwaukee Community
Justice Council community engagement sessions, MPD radios, turnout gear, electronic control
devices/Tasers, crime scene cameras, portable fingerprint devices, and macroscope.

No equity impacts are anticipated.

The Milwaukee Community Justice Council (MCJC) receives annual funding through the JAG
program. The Milwaukee Community Justice Council is an independent collaborative comprised of
Milwaukee-area criminal justice agencies and local governments that work to ensure a fair, efficient,
and effective justice system that enhances public safety and quality of life. They serve as a conduit
between the justice system and the community.

The MCJC will be conducting community engagement sessions to generate feedback on criminal
justice.
