Although all my neighbors were in favor of the program, the requirements of tracking,
reporting and ultimately being responsible for the cats for the entirety of their lifetime
was the reason my landlord was completely against the program.

Another issues addressed would lift the restriction of the number of feral cats that can be
sterilized through the program. With the numbers increasing greatly by the month it vital
that these restrictions be lifted.

We all believe that the TNR program is vital to our communities and to the feral

population, but changes must be made and some restrictions lifted in order for the entire
community to provide this much needed care.
