In the near
future they will be conducting interviews and listening session to gather information
that will become the Logic Model. The goal is to keep updating this council and receive
any feedback relative to what is valuable and most useful. for the purpose of this
council.

6.2025 EYAAC Report

The Emerging Youth Achievement Advisory Council (EYAAC) operates as a
leadership-level advisory body focused on improving systems alignment and
coordination for youth and young adults ages 14—24 in the City of Milwaukee. In 2025,
EYAAC completed its foundational formation work. Six full-council meetings were
convened. EYAAC developed and approved a formal mission and vision to guide its
long-term work. Data committee, Education and Workforce Development Committee
and Safety and Wellness Committee were reviewed and approved the overviews and
missions of three standing committees.

EYAAC's work focused on refining the proposed scope, coordinating with City partners,
and ensuring alignment with CDBG requirements and the City’s Neighborly platform.

During 2025, EYAAC heard presentations and briefings from a range of institutional
and community partners to inform Council understanding and support systems-level
alignment.
