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	Text Field 1: This is a new subcontract for the BOMB Doula Program from Meta House via Interagency Agreement - Board of Regents of the Univ. of Wisconsin System-UW School of Medicine & Public Health and Wisconsin Department of Health Services (DHS). The project is called Healthy Wisconsin Families American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) State & Local Recovery Funds (SLRF). The grant cycle is from October 1st, 2023 to September 30th, 2025.
	Text Field 2: This program meets the strategic goal of improving access to preventative health care; promoting healthy behaviors; assuring safe and healthy homes, businesses, and neighborhoods; reducing racial and ethnic health disparities; improving the quality of healthcare information and coordination of services; and reducing infant mortality.

This grant affords the BOMB Doula Program to partner with Meta House and create strategic and intentional service provision to the targeted demographic. Meta House’s expansion of their residential services for pregnant and parenting people with substance misuse issues directly connects to the work BOMB provides in supporting healthy birth outcomes. Pregnant and parenting people struggling with addiction are at incredibly high risk of adverse effects to their physical, mental and emotional well being; moreover at risk of severe harm or death without proper support and interventions. BOMB will be able to align efforts with Meta House in preparation for their expansion of treatment service capacity and be change agents/informants of best practice for pregnant and parenting people’s cares.

	Text Field 3: Minority groups are positively impacted by the services provided by the BOMB Doula Program as we target those that are disenfranchised, have increased issues with health disparities, and have higher infant mortality rates which statistically speaking tend to be our mothers and fathers of color. Our services are offered to all ethnicities, races, genders, sexual identities, legal statuses, ages, languages and disabilities. We can accommodate language, socioeconomic, housing, transportation and literacy needs and our services are built to support those most in need.
	Text Field 4: All of our programs are usually marketed by word of mouth and community referrals from our community partners. Outreaching into the community is done at a program level either by internal or external partnering.  We attend several mandatory events throughout the year, with some including baby shower events hosted by other agencies within the City of Milwaukee; as well local health fairs that are held periodically throughout the year. We provide education to the community on an individual basis or group settings to enhance current policy or reform policy within an organization. We service all ethnicities in order to provide accommodations for those that are in need of it at the time of receiving services. We are able to provide services in different languages as well to meet the needs of the community, either using the language line or an in-person interpreter. Outreach is done throughout the City of Milwaukee, with a focus on the inner-community that are deemed high risk. We provide education to our community-based partners, clinics, schools, and faith-based organizations.
