We are submitting this project to cover 5-years of scheduled effort, spread across six related state
project submissions. The schedule of work and expenses is as shown on the prior page. This
submission will be the components therein as they are listed on Part 2 Section 5a of the state form.

We found that due to neglect and termite damage, the structure of our garage was substantially
damaged. We contracted with a structural engineer (and got second opinions) to determine how we can
save the structure.

The garage needs re-siding, foundation/concrete/footing work, a new support system, and adjustments
to accommodate the lack of support in the roofs ridge-line.

Once we complete the primary structural elements, and while we are repairing the electrical on the third floor, we will also repair the plumbing for the bathroom, which is currently disabled. This price was verbally estimated to us by Milwaukee Plumbing & Piping, who previously helped with our plumbing needs, as prices will likely change by the time we get to this phase.
 
I included in the attached documents the updated design from Arch Solar that is post the Structural Engineering discovered need, and the original draft proposal that includes the greater detail around the project. I expect the amended costs to align with what I put in this application.
 
I have further attached an aerial photo showing the garage placement on the property, indicating that it is difficult to see from the street,but more importantly, it is limited access, which is part of the difficulty of the structure repair, and proximity to the WE Energies power lines directly behind the structure.
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
