NLC invites youth leaders who are actively involved with a youth council or commission or youth
leaders between the ages of 14-18. All youth delegates must be accompanied by an adult chaperone.

NLC recommends one adult chaperone for every four youth delegates.

¥ How many chaperones do we need for our youth delegates?
NLC recommends that groups plan to have one adult chaperone for every four youth delegates.

¥ Are the youth invited to the main conference?
Youth Delegate programming will take place on Saturday, March 8 and run through Monday, March 10.
