2. Windows: Repair, Restoration, and Limited New Work

Existing Condition:
The structure contains historic wood windows in varying states of deterioration, along with some non-historic replacements.

Proposed Work:

Approximately ten (10) existing historic windows will be repaired and refurbished
Two (2) deteriorated windows on the south elevation will be replaced within existing openings
Two (2) new window openings will be installed on the southeast elevation (not visible from the public right-of-way)

All new and replacement windows will match historic proportions, muntin patterns, and trim profiles.

Fourteen (14) custom wood exterior storm windows will be installed on existing window openings. These will be constructed of solid wood with double-strength glass and aligned to match the meeting rails of the primary windows.

3. Exterior Doors

Existing Condition:
The existing front door and other exterior doors are deteriorated or non-historic.

Proposed Work:

The existing front door will be refurbished and restored, preserving the historic door where feasible
One (1) new wood storm door will be installed
One (1) new pair of wood French doors will be installed on the east elevation, requiring reframing of the existing opening

All doors will be solid wood or historically appropriate in appearance, with compatible glazing and hardware. The French doors are located on a non-street-visible elevation.

4. Removal of Non-Historic Exterior Stair and Installation of Bilco Cellar Entrance

Existing Condition:
A non-historic enclosed exterior stair structure on the east side of the house is deteriorated and is allowing significant water intrusion into the basement.

Proposed Work:
The non-historic stair enclosure will be removed. Excavation will be performed to construct a new cellar entrance, including reinforced concrete footings, foundation walls, and steps.

A Bilco-style steel cellar door (approximately 51" x 64") will be installed. The installation will include proper drainage, waterproofing, and sealing to prevent further water intrusion.

This work is necessary to mitigate ongoing water damage and protect the structural integrity of the building.

5. East Elevation Deck

Proposed Work:
A new open wood deck is proposed on the east elevation, not visible from the public right-of-way, measuring approximately 15 feet by 8 feet.

The deck will include:

Three concrete footings extending approximately 4 feet deep and 12 inches in diameter
Wood framing with joists spaced approximately 16 inches on center
Wood decking boards with a cedar-tone finish
Wood lattice/skirting
A simple wood railing system (approximately 36 inches high) with square balusters
Wood stairs with site-built stringers

All materials and finishes will be compatible with the historic character of the structure.
