1. Describe the proposed ordinance or resolution.

This is the annual grant renewal for the STD Infertility Prevention Grant under the Clinical
Operations Division of the Milwaukee Health Department. This is a State of WI Contract and runs
from January 1st, 2022 until December 31st, 2022.

The purpose of this grant is to reduce the incidence and complications of sexually transmitted

diseases in Milwaukee through preventive health education services and focused disease
intervention activities.

2. ldentify the anticipated equity impacts, if any, of
this proposal.

The STD Infertility Prevention Grant partially funds the Sexual Health Clinic operations at the
Keenan Health Center located on 3200 N. 36th Street, Milwaukee WI 53218. Access to quality
sexual health services is a key strategy in reducing the incidence of STDs in the community, The

clinic is free, walk-in and open to the public every weekday, including two days a week in which the
clinic offers evening hours.

3. Identify which minority groups, if any, may be
negatively or positively impacted by the proposal.

Publicly funded STD clinics continue to serve as a safety net for patients without insurance
coverage and other marginalized groups of patients seeking care. The clinic sees approximately
5,000 patients per year. About 80% of patients seen identify as black and over 50% of clients seen
are either uninsured or have Medicaid.
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4. Describe any engagement efforts with minority
communities potentially impacted by the proposal.

The Sexual and Reproductive Health Program facilitates a community wide strategic plan to reduce
the incidence of STDs in the Milwaukee and surrounding areas. The group is made up of a diverse
group of members representing multiple different sectors and those most affected by STDs, The
program attends several outreach events across the city to promote sexual health.

5. Describe how any anticipated equity impacts of the
proposal will be documented or evaluated.

STD rates and clinic visit statistics, including demographic data, are collected routinely and reported
in the Milwaukee Health Department Annual Report and to the grantor.

6. Describe strategies that will be used, if any, to
mitigate any anticipated equity impacts.

-Monitor STD rates and trends in data to help identify specific needs in the community

-Utilize focus groups when developing educational or outreach materials to produce materials that
are culturally and linguistically appropriate

-Hire a diverse workforce that reflects our community to increase likelihood of engagement

-Gain input from local stakeholders in the community to help inform our strategic goals and program
activities
