	existdescr:      I had a new roof put on my house 24 years ago and one small area was replaced 28 years ago. This winter some shingles blew off in the high winds. When the roof was put on 24 years ago   Three layers of roof were stripped off at that time. Thus, the roof presently has one layer. It will be stripped off. There are also some flat rubber-roof areas that cannot be seen from the street.. There is a rubber-roofed deck outside of each dormer window in the front and there is a large rubber-roofed flat area on top of the house. Those will be replaced too, unless the price comes in too high.

     I do not expect to be covered by insurance for this and I probably will not seek tax credits. However, I will look into both.

      My present roof is three-tab shingles in red. My new roof will not be three-tab shingles and it is very difficult to get red. I have done a great deal of research and learned that three tab shingles are not used much anymore, especially on the kind of houses that are in the Watertower district. They are considered   "builder grade."  Three-tab also have a lower warranty than architectural shingles and lower wind resistance (60 mph winds vs 130 mph) than architectural. 

      Thus I want to get architectural shingles. I have decided on ones made by Atlas or Owens Corning. I prefer Atlas.  After much study, i have picked the following four shingles from Atlas and Owens Corning as my top choices. If you approve my first two I will get one of those depending on price. I hope the first two can be approved by staff without need to wait for July 11 meeting of the committe.
