The Milwaukee Police Department’s investigation regarding this application revealed the following:

1. On 01/22/2019 the applicant was cited for Operating while Intoxicated. He was convicted on
03/06/2019 and his license was revoked for 6 months.

3. On 12/08/2019 at 9:22pm, Milwaukee Police were dispatched to 10330 W. Silver Spring Drive
for a sick/injured complaint. Investigation revealed a subject walked into the bathroom, had a
medical emergency while in a stall, and died after the Milwaukee Fire Department was unable
to revive him.

4. On 01/13/2020 the applicant was cited for Blood Alcohol Content (2™). He was convicted on
02/14/2020 and his license was suspended for 6 months.

In the video, an
employee of the business is seen exiting the black Suv, while suspect#2 returned gunfire. Both
suspects and vehicles left the business lot in different directions. Evidence collected was 26
casings recovered on the lot, and blood from one of the possible suspects.

8. On 07/20/21 at 9:05pm, Milwaukee Police were dispatched to 10330 W. Silver Spring Dr., fora
retail theft complaint. Officers spoke with security who stated that a female subject entered the
store and left the business without paying for merchandise. Officers were allowed fo review
video and obtained suspect, vehicle description and the last direction of travel.
