Golda Meir is a 3-story masonry building with aluminum, double-hung windows set in wood frames at
the original 1880 building as well as the 1925 addition. As a part of the ESSER Il (Elementary and
Secondary School of Emergency Relief) scope of work, emergency funding by CRRSAA (Coronavirus
Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations Act) has been provided to address the impact of
COVID-19 on elementary and secondary schools. To address the Priority Areas of ESSER Il funding,
which include accelerated learning, health & wellness, and facilities, we are proposing to provide
security screens at all easily accessible windows around the exterior of the building. By providing these
security screens, we are improving the overall safety and welfare of the students and staff by creating a
more secure environment. With this intent, we are proposing to replace the damaged and unsightly
screens with new security screens.

Security Screen Scope of Work:

We are proposing to provide security screens at all ground floor windows to replace the existing “chain
link” security grates with a more attractive fine mesh screen. Security screens are also to be applied to
windows lower than 10’-0” above grade, along easily accessible roof planes and fire escapes, and at
facades adjacent to playgrounds at the first two floors. These fixed screens are to be secured into the
sides of the masonry, or wood opening to create a reveal mount. The security screens are to be divided
to reflect the geometry of the existing window beyond, particularly at meeting rails, etc. The aluminum
frame screen basis of design product is Tapco with a custom forest green frame finish to match the
existing windows and an anodized screen finish.
