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	Text Field 1: New grant opportunity with DHS to test contributory levels of lead hazards from water in child care facilities located in the City of Milwaukee.  The grant supports water testing of all fixtures in 158 priority daycares. Impacted facilities will have plumbing and fixture upgrades to reduce the their respective lead levels in water.  100% of all impacted daycares will some level of remediation for lead hazard safety for water.  Some of these daycares are in zip codes with an abundance of pre-1978 homes and high amounts of lead.
	Text Field 2: All priority child care facilities in Milwaukee offering daycare services to children are often within facilities that serve low income families.  Zip codes impacted are 53202 thru 53233.  All impacted daycares will have follow up lead paint inspections and lead-safe registry voluntary enrollments as wrap around services offered by MHD. 
	Text Field 3: Those living in zip codes 53202 to 53216 will be most impacted.  A majority of those living in these zip codes are black/african, asian american, or hispanic.
	Text Field 4: MHD will be partnering with DHS and WDCF (Wisconsin Department of Children and Families) for lead hazard inspections on licensed daycares and how we can integrate water testing, referral system improvements, lead abatement, and a lead-safe registry in these child care providers that serve minority populations. MHD hopes that the cooperative engagement with WDCF licensed daycares for water testing can leverage more volunteer lead safe registrations and lead hazard reduction.
