The 2023 Wisconsin Department of Transportation Bureau of Transportation Safety Seat Belt
Enforcement grant will provide overtime funding for the Milwaukee Police Department (MPD) to
conduct highly visible traffic enforcement focused on motor vehicle occupant restraint violations and
encouraging seat belt use. The MPD serves as the fiscal agent for the Traffic Safety Task Force
that includes Milwaukee County Sheriff's Department and University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee Police
Department. The award breakdown includes $40,000 MPD, $40,000 MCSO, and $19,600 UWM.

No equity impacts are anticipated.

Seat belt enforcement funded in part through this grant is intended to reduce serious injuries and
fatalities resulting from vehicle collisions and improve the safety of Milwaukee streets and
neighborhoods. The high visibility enforcement campaign will include enforcement and education
to enforce vehicle occupant restraint laws and promote seat belt use. Enforcement is not expected
to negatively impact any minority group.
