Concrete driveway and Patio install 
 
Excavate deteriorated gravel and soil and haul from site. Saw cut perimeter of areas to be removed of dirt, rock, and 
concrete. Driveway is approx. 139' X 12' 
 
Excavate, add 5" sub base and add 5" thickness patio at back of house adjacent to driveway. Patio is approx 51' X 9'. 
 
Install 6" gravel base for driveway and patio as needed. 
 
Grade and shape stone base. Compact with vibratory drum compaction roller. 
 
Form and pour concrete mix of 5" with 6-bag mix with re-bar.  
 
Excavate and add a retaining wall on east side of driveway, approx. 40' from city walk to house 3' tall and 6" width. 
 
Broom finish driveway and backyard parking slab.
