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	Text Field 1: MPD participates in the Milwaukee Metropolitan Drug Enforcement Group, a multi-jurisdictional task force that works to interrupt large-scale drug trafficking to reduce the distribution of controlled substances such as cocaine, heroin, fentanyl, and other drugs and the resulting concurrent drug-related violent crime in and around the Milwaukee area. The grant funds a portion of salary/fringe benefits for one Police Sergeant and two Police Officers assigned to the task force to reduce crime and enhance the quality of life.  
	Text Field 2: The task force targets and combats large-scale drug trafficking networks and criminal organizations, many that operate across state and national borders. The task force works with local, state, and federal law enforcement agencies to gather and share intelligence, conduct undercover operations, facilitate multi-jurisdictional investigations, and support state and federal prosecution efforts. The focus of enforcement activity is not anticipated to have equity impacts.
	Text Field 3: The MMDEG Task Force targets disruption of large-scale drug networks that threaten the safety of Milwaukee's neighborhoods. Low income neighborhoods comprised largely of communities of color are disproportionately impacted by drug-related violent crime. The task force aims to identify, arrest, and prosecute drug networks to improve community safety.
