This resolution is to accept grant funding to support a citywide, non-partisan public
education campaign branded as ONE MKE to increase civic connection among residents. The goal
of ONE MKE is to help Milwaukee residents find and understand the services the city has to offer to
support residents and the city.

If the Library is successful as reaching disengaged residents and reinvolving
them in city programs and services, this will have a positive impact.

MPL will be working with trusted neighborhood and community partners on all efforts to connect
with residents. Additionally, MPL will employ at least two Spanish-speaking bilingual outreach
workers to ensure access to services and voter education on the near southside.
