Statement of Testimony: Jeffery Roman, re: Administrative Driver’s License Suspension

Thursday, January 30, 2014

In Mi‘llwaukee, as in other jurisdictions, the reasons for administrative driver’s license
suspension are complex and often times the result of many infractions. However, the impact
driver’s license suspensions have not only on city residents, but also on the time and resources
of local law-enforcement and our court system is significant and more often than not impedes
both employability and mobility of thousands of Milwaukeeans, particularly low-income and
those of color already facing a hardened economy and high rates unemployment. The collateral
consequences of increasing administrative driver’s license suspension include job loss, difficulty
finding employment, a barrier to access to education, training, healthcare, and reduced income
contributing to the high level of families and children living in poverty in Milwaukee (currently

4™ in the nation).

An estimated One-quarter of all traffic violations issued rﬁy Milwaukee Police Department
officers are for driver’s license violations, often times by those seeking or attempting to get to
work and or provide for their families. Originally intended to address unsafe driving,
administrative driver’s license suspension widespread across the country are increasingly used
as a deterrent for things unrelated to driving to compel court appearance and payment of fines
as means to increase revenue at the expense families in urban communities, likely with less

income.

Suspension patterns also indicate that certain segments of those with driver’s licenses are more
likely to be suspended than others: particularly African American males due to a number of
variables. As a result, the lack of a valid driver’s license presents significant barriers that cause
low-income and African American men particularly to be more easily entrenched in a cycle of

serious legal, financial, and social consequences, contributing to the high rates of African



American males in Milwaukee behind bars in state prisons and local jails (highest in country).
Additional consequences include other financial impacts, such as increased insurance premiums
and other costs associated with driver’s license recovery; as well as psychological and social

impacts such as increased stress and family strain.

All that to say, as this body considers the effect of administrative driver’s license suspensions,
that you do so by measuring disparate impact on low-income and minority communities in
