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5. DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT:

1.) Clean, tuck point, and restore existing stone components as follows. Brick will be cleaned with
Diedrich Technologies Envirestore 100 and tuck pointed with a custom Durable Type O mortar. Color
and texture of grout was approved on site by staff. Brick replacement will consist of a custom
manufactured brick to match color, texture, and size. Brick will be ordered from Belden Industries, and
samples have been made available on site for staff review.

2.) The existing wood entry doors on the east elevation will be replaced with new extruded aluminum
Tubelite brand medium stile doors with a custom bottom rail to match existing. The front entry will
consist of (3) custom width and height pairs of doors with existing pull hardware re-used. There will be
(2) custom height standard width(36") entry doors with a fixed sidelite. The fixed sidelite will be
constructed of the same door components (i.e. stiles and rails) to compliment the doors. We will also
re-use the period pull hardware on these doors.

3.) The (5) round top Palladium style steel sash windows will have all damaged glass and glazing
removed as necessary and the frames will be wire brushed to clean all paint and rust from surface. The
operable sashes will be removed for shop repair and reinstallation. Damaged and overly rusted steel
sash components will be removed and new components welded in. All metal surfaces will be treated
with a rust inhibitor and final painted. New glass and glazing installed as required.

4.) The three large existing picture style wood set windows will be replaced using new custom Hopes
brand steel sash windows. Muntin size and style to match the existing (5) Palladium windows. The
windows will be painted black and have a 5 x 6 lite cut per an original Avalon theatre sketch.

5.) The large copper clad storefront window will have the center mullion removed and the larger size
opening re-glazed to match the original the existing upper leaded glass lites will be retained. The
existing framing will be cleaned up and painted black to match the entry doors
