As long-time city dwellers we're used to most of the normal street noises in 
our neighborhood, such as traffic, barking dogs, power lawnmowers, airliners approaching 
Milwaukee, and even one-day fairs on Brady Street.  The Nomad has become a special case, and we 
urge the Commission not to issue a Certificate of Appropriateness for the new Nomad beer garden.
