The project includes a new facility for community use. The community center will be roughly 20,000 s.f.
over (2) floors. the building will serve all kinds of people offering many different services to the
community.

The design concept was to physically separate the community center from the church with an exterior
courtyard for recreation. This allows the historic building and new community center to occur as
separate functions. The physical connection to the Historic Church is made with a minimal walk way
near the back half of the building connecting the community center to the kitchen, and office areas.

The community center form includes two tower elements similar to the church on either side of the
covered inviting entrance. The community center is set back off the street enough to allow for a front
plaza and to create a connection of the courtyard to the street. Similar materials of the church will be
used for the community center. A brick veneer that will match some of the colors of the brick in the
church will be used as the base material, with cut / cast stone accents. A metal roof on the front
between the tower elements will tie into the metal dome roofs of the church.
