Information about the proposed Sister City - Irpin, UKRAINE:

. Demographics

The population is over 84,005 inhabitants (as of 01.11.2016) (population density 425
people per km?) and it is constantly increasing due to migration. National composition
of population: Ukrainian - 82%; Russian - 15%; Belarusian - 2%; Moldovan - 0.5%.
Religious communities: 5 - Ukrainian Orthodox Church (Moscow Patriarchate), 1 -
Ukrainian Orthodox Church (Kyiv Patriarchate), 1 - Ukrainian Autocephalous
Orthodox Church, 1 - Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church, 1 - RCC 3 - Evangelical
Christian Baptists 1 - Jehovah's Witnesses, 1 - Jews.

. Geographic description

The city is situated in the Northern Ukraine, in Kyiv region. It is in the central area of
Kyiv region, on the river Irpin. The distance between Kyiv and Irpin is only 7 km. It
covers an area of 110.83 km?2. The climate is continental, soft with sufficient moisture.
The average temperature in January is - 6 °, the average July temperature is + 19,5 °. The
growing season lasts for 198-204 days. The average rainfall for the year is 500-600 mm
of rain, mainly in summer and fall.

. Historical background
There are several legends associated with the origin of the name Irpin. In particular,
after the baptism of Rus Prince's daughter Yaryna fled and prayed to Dazhbog near the
oldest and largest oak around. But the vigilantes chopped off the oak, only a stump
remained. Supposedly, the city Irpin appeared on this place. This "legend" is clearly a
late excogitation as repelled by Russian-language name of the town and the river -
"Irpen", while the river Irpin, which comes from the name of the city, was known before
the times of the Russian language appeared in the region. In addition, there are no
sources, indicating that before the baptism of Rus some of the Princes had the daughter
Yaryna. Other hypotheses tied to the river that flows near Irpin and is derived from the
Slavic word Rupa - pit. River - is oblong pit filled with water. Irpin ethnographer O.
Perederiy recorded from the stories of old residents that the river Irpin was called
Yerepen because it wriggles (from Ukrainian language- "yerepenylasya") during floods.
In Zhytomyr region at the top of river Irpin the village Yaropovychi is located. Perhaps
the name comes from the fact that the river is overflowing, and raging (from Ukrainian
language- "yarylas™").

Additional Historical facts:

> lebedivska culture settlements (Bronze age), which dates back to XI-IX centuries
BC., pidhirtsevska culture settlements - VI-III centuries BC., and settlements of
ancient Rus’ culture were found near Irpin.
» In Ruthenian period there was a border between East Slavic tribal unions -
Polans (ancestors of the Polish, Western Slavs) and lived on the territory of Irpin.
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» During the Mongol invasion, these places were devastated. The new settling of
these lands began only in the XVI century.

» Local people took part in the national revolution of 1648-1676, the popular
uprising led by Semen Paliy.

» During the year range 1686-1793 the border between Moscow and Poland
occupied lands in Ukraine passed over the river Irpin.

> In 1793, relating to the second division of Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth,
Ukrainian lands on the right bank of the Dnieper river, including Pryirpinnya
(the site of present Irpin), became a part of the Russian Empire.

> In the second half of the 19th century on the site of present Irpin, a German
colony Severynivka was built.

> As the result of the construction of the railway Kyiv - Kovel near the railway
bridge through Irpin in 1898, there was formed a settlement - Irpin station. In
1902 in the newspaper "Kyivlyanyn" was a refer about the departure Irpin, which
marked the beginning of the modern city. Villages Irpin and Bucha got their
names after the eponymous rivers - Irpin and Bucha, near which they are
located.

» Irpin village was built without a clear architectural plan. The swaths of the forest
were cut and consequently, arose streets, which were called lines. A favorable
climate, green forests and clean air created all conditions for organizing
extensive health resort areas.

» Irpin had several forest depots, 2-3 small shops, two markets. To solve the
cultural and social problems of the village, the land improvement company was
organized. In 1909 a Holy Trinity Church was founded and in 1911 the first mass
was held in it. It is the oldest church of Irpin.

» In February 1918, when the Ukrainian Central Rada returned to Kyiv, there were
struggles in Irpin between Ukrainian Sech Riflemen and Bolshevik troops.

> With the establishment of Soviet regime in 1923 Irpin became a part of Gostomel
district of Kiev province, and from 1928 - in the Kyiv region. Since 1932 Irpin has
become a part of Kiev County.

» During the Great World War of 1941-1945 the city was occupied by the German
army from August 24, 1941 to November 6, 1943. During this period, a partisan
unit "Victory or death" functioned in the area of Irpin. Irpin was finally liberated
by the forces of 74th Rifle Division, 38th Army of the First Ukrainian Front.

» On the 30th of December 1956, by the decision of the Kyiv Executive Committee,
Irpin was classified as city of district with subordination (Kievo-Sviatoshynskyi
district). At that time, the city’s population was only 12 thousand people. The
tirst chairman of the City Executive Committee was Ivan Mytrofanovych
Nuzhnyy. Natural Gas and Telephone lines were fully implemented in the city.

> By the decree of the Supreme Soviet of the Ukrainian SSR, dated December 30,
1962, the status of city of regional subordination was given to Irpin. In 1967 such
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urban towns as Bucha (until the 1st of January 2007), Vorzel, Gostomel,
Kotsyubynske were administratively subordinated to Irpin.

» The population of Irpin increased mainly by migrants. There are many veterans
of World War II among them, including Heroes of the Soviet Union P.M.
Tananayev, Colonel V.S. Lyhotvoryk, Captain E.A. Kryvyy, bomber pilot during
the World War N. Fedutenko.

> In 1977, the construction of the first 9-story building in Irpin was completed. In
1986 the first two 14-story buildings were erected. Both are populated by people
evacuated from the area that suffered from the accident on the Chernobyl
Atomic Power Station.

> Residents of Irpin, including municipal firefighters, participated in the post-
accident clean-up of the Chernobyl explosion. Also, a monument to a Hero of the
Soviet Union, Chernobyl firefighter Vladimir Pravyk was constructed in Irpin.

> On the 6th of December 2015 the reverend father and the leader of the Ukrainian
Greek Catholic Church, Patriarch Svetoslav consecrated a newly erected the
Church of Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary.

» In 2014, the mayor of Irpin, Volodymyr Karplyuk for the first time in the history
of the city initiated the installation of traffic lights and CCTV cameras
throughout Irpin under the Program "The Safe City".

» Pursuant to the Law of Ukraine about decommunization and by the decision of
the 8th session of Irpin City Council on February 20, 2016, some of the streets
were renamed.

i Governmental structure

On October 26, 2014, Karplyuk Volodymyr, the leader of the regional political party
"New Faces" has become an Irpin Mayor. The Deputy Mayors are: Khrystiuk Dmitry,
Semko Natalia, Mikhalchenko Lydia, Negresha Dmytro. Local government is
executed by Irpin City Council, which administratively subordinates three township
councils representing municipalities of 3 townships: Vorzel Village Council (urban
village Vorzel) Gostomel Village Council (urban village Gostomel) and Kotsyubynske
Village Council (urban village Kotsyubynske).

Irpin City Council of Kiev region of the sixth convocation consists of 36 deputies,
including 15 deputies elected from a political party "New Faces". Yuri Denysenko is a
Secretary of Irpin City Council.

. Educational system

In 1909, the first school was opened in Irpin. The funds were collected by the villagers
of Irpin. There was only one reading room in the school.

In general, 12 public schools and one public humanitarian college operate in
Pryirpinnya (i.e. in Irpin and urban villages of Irpin City Council).

The network of preschools education includes 11 kindergartens.
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Extracurricular education of Irpin are represented by children and youth public sports
school and public music school.

Irpin universities:

> National University of the State Fiscal Services. The history of the University
dates back to 1921 with the Ukrainian Peat College. After the World War II in
1946 it functioned as Mining and Fuel Irpin College. Since 1999 it is the Academy
of State Tax Service of Ukraine, since 2003 - National Academy, 2007 - National
University and since 2016-th - University of the State Fiscal Service;

» Irpin College of Economics a branch of National Agricultural University
begins its history in 1956. First it was Agricultural College.

» Irpin Biblical Seminary - higher educational establishment of Evangelical
Christians-Baptists. It was founded in 1991 as a spiritual and educational
seminary. Since 1997 it has a present name.

. Areas of mutual interest and involvement between Milwaukee and the
proposed sister city in the areas of culture and business

Irpin City Council has already reserved two land lots for a new construction and one lot
for the reconstruction of existing building;:

» The first land plot is situated near existing ambulatory (Sadova str.), has a total
area of 3.7 acre and it is reserved for the construction of the new medical center
specialized on children's health care, maternity and prenatal care. The planning
area of that building is 183,000 sq. feet. (10 floors + ground floor).

» The second land plot is situated on Kominterna str. close to existing Children's
hospital (that also must be reconstructed) and has a total area of 11.5 acre. The
maximum permissible volume of this construction according to the Ukrainian
building legislation is 1,600,000 sq. ft. This land plot will be offered to the
investor (partner) for construction of hotel/entertaining center, etc.

» The third land lot is situated on Kominterna str. and has a total area of 4.2 acre.
Nowadays is the children's hospital and must be reconstructed into a new
modern rehabilitation center. If we combine the 2nd and the 3rd land plots, we
will get an opportunity to construct the buildings with total area next to
2,150,000 sq.ft.

All the land plots mentioned above are situated in the central part of Irpin City and
surrounded by a several new parks and green zones.

The Irpin City Council expresses the maximal interest in the implementation of these
projects and will provide full support to Milwaukee based business interested.

. Details of communication and consultation with the sister city regarding the
proposed relationship Information regarding the local organizational structure
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For fast implementation of the proposed projects we are planning to create a project
realization group with the involvement of key professionals and decision makers of
Irpin City and representatives of Milwaukee’s City: investors, technical and legal
consultants to develop the most effective scheme of cooperation and project
implementation.

. Information regarding the local organizational structure in the proposed sister
city that will support the relationship

Irpin city council is an administrative unit and local government, it is a part of Kyiv
region with administrative center in Irpin, which has the status of the city of regional
importance. Irpin mayor is Vladimir Karplyuk.

. Number of members and their professional and business background.

The number of professionals involved by the Executive Committee and Irpin City
Council for execution of regular day-to-day City Management is 114 employees
specialized on different spheres of management and execution such as culture, health
care, education, etc. Additionally, they are managing several city’s owned enterprises
which serve infrastructure of Irpin City.

. Goals of the organization regarding the proposed sister city relationship.

In general, the relations between our cities - is any form of voluntary cooperation
between different actors external and internal interactions - public, private. Main task is
to remove bureaucratic barriers and create mechanisms for mutual events coordination
to increase public knowledge of the mutual history, cultural and student exchanges and
features of social life. Create additional opportunities in areas of economics, business,
medical, educational and sports. To create trust, understanding and friendship between
the communities of our cities and exchange of experience in areas of mutual interest.
Support of joint projects in areas of establishment of joint ventures, trade, industrial
centers, cultural, educational, scientific and other activities. Due to the goals of
cooperation between our cities and increased international cooperation; stimulate job
creation; increase the quality of health care, education and sports development;
improve the quality of local governance. However, the goals and objectives of fraternal
relations will be constantly updated to reflect the current needs of the cities.

After an initial visit to Milwaukee in June of 2017 by the mayor of Irpin and his team, a
generous gift of more than 90 Ukrainian books has been sent to the Central Milwaukee
Public Library from Irpin. All Books arrived in September of 2017.
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. Methods of organization will use to meet goals of the proposed sister City
relationship.

We propose to start cooperation by holding of several Seminars and Conferences in
such topics as health care, education, culture and realization of several doctors, students
and teachers exchange programs between our Cities.

. Financial base of the organization and funds available to support the sister
City relationship.

The general volume of Irpin City budget in 2016 is USD 193.3 million. The local budget
of Irpin City (locally collected revenues) is (USD 93.3 mil).

According to Ukrainian legislation no more than 10% of locally collected revenues may
be assigned to the budget of international development programs so, based on the 2016-
year data, the amount up to USD 9.33 mil can be directed on common projects with
applicant’s organization and City of Milwaukee.

ARTICLE I (
MISSION;
BRING 'THE GOOD NEWS' TO THE WHOLE PARISH\_

GOAL:
Help the pastor coordinate parish activities. Use the faithfulness, common seflse,
and hard work of the entire Council to bring prosperity to the parish, pride and
spiritual growth to all parishioners.

ARTICLE II
DEFINITION;
The parish council is a group of committed volunteers, who serve the parish as an
advisory board to the pastor.

ARTICLE 11
MODUS QPERANDI;

1. In order to achieve maximum benefit for the parish, all parish council
members take an oath of fidelity to the teachings of the Church;

2. And promise not to dissipate privileged information.

. The role of the parish council is to work with the pastor and under the

pastor’s advice in all its activities.

4. The parish council can be most productive when all members try to find
consensus, instead of accepting or voting down an agenda item by a
minimum difference.

5. The parish achieves maximum return in all its activities when all members
work together for the common good of the parish.

6. All council members are equally represented in the council. Everyone has an
active and passive voice. Therefore, whenever an agenda is discussed, must
be presented in such a way that no council member should ever feel that
her/his idea was ignored.

7. Issues to be discussed at the parish council must be included in the agenda.

8. All members may suggest topics or issues to be discussed, but these items
must be part of the agenda.

9. The agenda is prepared by one of the secretaries and copies will be available
to all members at the beginning of meetings.

10. All agenda items must have the approval of the pastor.
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ARTICLE IV
TERM OF OFFICE:
. Each member of the council takes an oath to serve in the council for a term
of ONE YEAR.
. Upon completion of a term, the council member may be excused and let go
of the parish council or, that same member may take an oath yet for another
term, and for as many as he/she may want, for as long as these people fulfill
their duties.

ARTICLE V

OFFICERS:

. President of the parish council is always the pastor. In the absence of the
pastor no parish council meeting can take place and therefore no valid
decision can be reached without the presence of the pastor.

. First Councilor will be chosen from within all council members by a secret
ballot. The first councilor speaks on behalf of the council and he/she
represents the council at church gatherings, and abroad.

. Second Councilor will be chosen from within the council members also to
represent the church council in the absence of the first council, or in an
agreement with the first council. In many cases, there are multiple functions,
or multiple speeches that both council representatives may have to interject
at the same time.

. Secretary to take minutes of the meetings and also to notify all council
members of anything that needs notification. It is recommended that there
may be TWO secretaries, not necessarily First and Second. The need for two
secretaries evolves from simple fact that the load may be too big for one
person only, at certain times. One secretary may substitute the other in case
of absence.

ARTICLE VI

MEETINGS:

. The council should convene at about once a month, or as needed, depending
upon the situation. Members will be notified in advance about the meetings.
. In order for a council meeting to be legitimate the pastor, who is the
president of the council, must head it.

. In order for a valid meeting take place there must a quorum, which by
church standards must be 50% plus one.

. All meetings should end within ONE hour and a HALF (1 %) from start.
Therefore it is important to start meetings on time.
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In case of a larger agenda the meeting may be extended by 15 minutes, if all
members in session are in agreement. Otherwise, the meeting must
terminate. -

In case of not being able to arrive at an agreeable solution, after an extension
of the meeting, the matter has to be tabled and introduced at the next
meeting as an “old business” item.

Set an agenda for the following parish council.

All meetings shall have an opening and closing prayer.

ARTICLE VII
REGULATIONS:

. Members of the church council must be in good stand with the parish;
. Must be registered parishioners (of this parish only) and attend services on

regular basis — that is make an effort to be in church every Sunday and Holy
Days of obligation;

. All parish council members MUST be free of impediments and should

partake of the sacraments of confession and receive holy communion on
regular basis;

Single and married people alike can be members of the council, as well as
any divorced person, who remained as such.

Minimum age to become a church council member is 21.

Council members must attend at least 70% of the meetings.

Having missed more than 40% of the meetings for a period of one year will
result in dismissal from the council, by the pastor.

The ideal number of council member, is determined by the pastor, but the
ratio should be a 10% of all registered families;

All and any council member can be replaced due to illness, moving out of
town, lost of interest, constant disagreement with council members and
pastor, death, personal reasons and others, but not limited to these only;

10.Replacements in the middle of the term will be done by nomination, and

new members will take an oath to the end of the term;

- 11. At the end of each term the council will establish a nominating committee

to appoint the new council;

12. For the smoothness of transfer and continuity of the line of work it is

recommended that not all members should leave at the same time.

ARTICLE VIII
DUTY OF THE COUNCIL:

1. To help the pastor implement new ideas, or policies to the parish,

especially new directives given by the bishop.



2. Bring new ideas to be discussed at the parish council.

Serve in all parish functions and spearhead various church committees.

4. All church committees must have a member of the church council as the
head, or, in case of temporary and specific committees, it must have the
consent from the pastor for its activities.

5. It is the duty of the council to bring to the pastor's attention rumors that
may be circulating amongst parishioners. All gossips must be terminated as
soon as possible, especially when it could cause harm to the entire parish,
or individuals alone.

6. It is a great responsibility of the parish council members to safeguard the
integrity of the pastor. The pastor is the highest authority within the parish
for he alone carries the teaching office of the Church within his parish, if
his authority is challenged, or disrespected then his administrative duties
will be questioned and ignored.

7. Oversee that the parish complies with all demands and policies of child
protection programs, according to norms given by the United Conference
of Catholic Bishops and the Eparchial Office.

8. The Council will assist the pastor in establishing a Financial Committee
with the purpose of creating transparence in all financial transactions of the
parish.

9. Help to promote events, which will enhance the image of our parish and
bring about prosperity, financial stability; spiritual growth, and new
members.

10. Help the pastor provide a welcoming and friendly environment to all
peoples who enter the doors of our church.

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THE PARISH HISTORY OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY'S CHRISTMAS

The history of the Blessed Virgin Mary parish formation in Irpin is complicated and thorny,
as well as the history of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church.

Today's prime of the community was due to the hard work of many generations of
parishioners, but first of all we are obliged to the generation of our parents who devoted all their
strength and all their lives to the establishment of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church.

The founders of the parish in Irpin are the family of Boris Mamchur. The priest of this family
was Stepan Yavorsky who settled down in Vinnitsa, but every Saturday evening he arrived in Irpin
so that on Sunday morning at about 4-5 o'clock he could  serve the Holy Liturgy and confess the
pilerims in Mamchur's flat without attracting any attention. Soon, other priests visited this house
and served the Holy Liturgy every week

In the early 90's the Greek Catholic families from Irpin visited the Greek-Catholic temples in
Kiev. In 1999 an initiative group of parishioners made a decision to legalise the parish. In August
that year the religious community of the Blessed Virgin Mary Nativity was officially registered and
Father Anatoly Teslyu became its first administrator. It was impossible to serve the Holy Liturgy in
the apartment because there was not enough space for everyone. There was a big problem with the
place which was rented for a long time for worship and catechesis.

In August 2000 the priest Mykola Berdnykhe became the administrator of parish. And on
May 16. 2006 the church community greeted Bishop Bohdan (Dzuzakh), a bishop-assistant of the
Kiev Archeparchy for the first time.

At the Christmas in 2006 the parish council first organized the transfer of Bethlehem Fire to
the inhabitants and authorities in Irpin. On the central square of the town there were a lot of people,
the town hall representatives and priests of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of Kyiv Patriarchate.

On September 16, 2007 Beatitude Archbishop Lubomyr (Husar) appointed Myroslav
Latynnek as the administrator.

February 23, 2009 The Irpin Gavernment decided to donate a parish some land for building a
temple.

In 2009 after the feast of the Holy Ghost Decsent the works of establishment the Temporary
Chapel of St. Anne and the construction fence began.

On November 21, 2009 the first Holy Liturgy headed by the parish priest Myroslav Latynnyk,
was served. The same day there was the first sacrament of baptism performed by Vitali Voic.

On November 22, 2009 on Sunday the Holy Liturgy was headed by Bishop Yosif (Milian) -
it Bishop of the Kiev Archdiocese who consecrated St. Anne's Chapel and awarded active

parishioners with donations of Blessed Ljubomyr (Husar). The event dedicated to the chapel was

highlighted on the first page of the local newspaper "Irpinskiy Visnyk".
Since November 23, 2009 every day in the morning and in the evening the prayer to the
Throne of God for all people of good will is raised in St. Anne's chapel.

In the summer 2011 construction works of the temple building began

October 16, 2011 Bishop Joseph (Milian) sanctified the foundation of a new temple.

September 21, 2014 Bishop Joseph (Milian) consecrated the dome cross.

July 5, 2015 with the participation of the former vice-rector of the Lviv Holy Spirit Seminary
Roman Mirchuk from the United States (New Jersey). it was the blessing of the pediment cross.

On, December 6, 2015 it was the solemn consecration of the newly built temple which was
performed by His Beatitude Sviatoslav (Shevchuk).

Parish life is interesting and rich for events. Every week there are catechesis of preschool and
school children. A number of secular communities such as: "Knights of Columbus", "Mother in
Prayer". youth community "Magnificate” operate here.

During 2015 the Knights of Columbia community was organizing grocery sets and clothing
for families resettled from Donbas.

In the autumn 2016, with the assistance of active parishioners, it was organized a trip for ATO
soldiers' families to the "Radomysl Castle" cultural center.

Since 2015 the parish of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary has taken an active part in
the Archdiocesan pilgrimage to Tarasov Hill in Kaniv, and in May, they take part at the
Archdiocesan Pilgrimage to the vacant place of the Kyiv Archeparchy in Vyshhorod.

In September 2017 the parishioners with the Father Myroslay visited ancient Chernihiv.

The Parish of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary is a member of the Interfaith Council of
Churches which operates in Irpin. They take an active part in public, cultural and historical events
of the town

THE PARISH HISTORY OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY'S CHRISTMAS

The history of the Blessed Virgin Mary parish formation in Irpin is complicated and thorny,
as well as the history of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church.

Today's prime of the community was due to the hard work of many generations of
parishioners, but first of all we are obliged to the generation of our parents who devoted all their
strength and all their lives to the establishment of the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church.

The founders of the parish in Irpin are the family of Boris Mamchur. The priest of this family
was Stepan Yavorsky who settled down in Vinnitsa. but every Saturday evening he arrived in Irpin
so that on Sunday morning at about 4-3 o'clock he could serve the Holy Liturgy and confess the
pilgrims in Mamchur's flat without attracting any attention. Soon, other priests visited this house
and served the Holy Liturgy every week.

In the early 90's the Greek Catholic families from Irpin visited the Greek-Catholic temples in
Kiev. In 1999 an initiative group of parishioners made a decision to legalise the parish. In August
that year the religious community of the Blessed Virgin Mary Nativity was officially registered and
Father Anatoly Teslyu became its first administrator. It was impossible to serve the Holy Liturgy in
the apartment because there was not enough space for everyone. There was a big problem with the
place which was rented for a long time for worship and catechesis.

In August 2000 the priest Mykola Berdnykhe became the administrator of parish. And on
May 16, 2006 the church community greeted Bishop Bohdan (Dzuzakh), a bishop-assistant of the
Kiev Archeparchy for the first time.

At the Christmas in 2006 the parish council first organized the transfer of Bethlehem Fire to
the inhabitants and authorities in Irpin. On the central square of the town there were a lot of people,
the town hall representatives and priests of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of Kyiv Patriarchate.

On September 16, 2007 Beatitude Archbishop Lubomyr (Husar) appointed Myroslav
Latynnek as the administrator.

February 23. 2009 The Irpin Gavernment decided to donate a parish some land for building a
temple.

In 2009 after the feast of the Holy Ghost Decsent the works of establishment the Temporary
Chapel of St. Anne and the construction fence began.

On November 21, 2009 the first Holy Liturgy headed by the parish priest Myroslav Latynnyk,
was served. The same day there was the first sacrament of baptism performed by Vitali Voic.

On November 22, 2009 on Sunday the Holy Liturgy was headed by Bishop Yosif (Milian) -
Assistant Bishop of the Kiev Archdiocese who consecrated St. Anne's Chapel and awarded active
parishioners with donations of Blessed Ljubomyr (Husar). The event dedicated to the chapel was
highlighted on the first page of the local newspaper "Irpinskiy Visnyk".

Since November 23, 2009 every day in the moming and in the evening the prayer to the
Throne of God for all people of good will is raised in St. Anne's chapel.

In the summer 2011 construction works of the temple building began.

October 16, 2011 Bishop Joseph (Milian) sanctified the foundation of a new temple.

September 21, 2014 Bishop Joseph (Milian) consccrated the dome cross.

July 5, 2015 with the participation of the former vice-rector of the Lviv Holy Spirit Seminary
Roman Mirchuk from the United States (New Jersey). it was the blessing of the pediment cross.

On December 6, 2015 it was the solemn consecration of the newly built temple which was
performed by His Beatitude Sviatoslav (Shevchuk).

Sinee 2015 the parish of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary has taken an active part in
the Archdiocesan pilgrimage to Tarasov Hill in Kaniv. and in May. they take part at the
Archdiocesan Pilgrimage to the vacant place of the Kyiv Archeparchy in Vyshhorod.

In September 2017 the parishioners with the Father Myroslav visited ancient Chernihiv.

History T Geography

Irpin is a city of regional significance in the
Kyiv district, located 15 km northwest of Kyiv.
Actually, Irpin is in the center of the region, which
includes the urban villages of Vorzel, Gostomel and
Kotsyubinske. All settlements share common levels
of socio-economic development. The area of this
regionis 11,578.96 hectares. The population is
over 80,000 people.

The Irpin Region region is one of the most
attractive areas of Ukraine. This land is famous
for its soft continental climate and picturesque
landscape. The part of the territory has the large
tracts of coniferous-deciduous forests and flat
terrain. It also has abasin into which three rivers
flow: The Irpin, The Buchanka andThe Rokach.

The roots of the history of Irpin Regioncomes
from the first half of the last millennium. At various
past times this land belonged to Lithuania, The
Polish Commonwealth and The Russian Empire.

The first mention of Gostomel dates back to 1494.
Lithuanian Grand Duke Alexander took the Gostomel
estate from its owner, a gentleman named Senko
Volodkevych and gave it to Prince John Glinski. Later,
Gostomel belonged to Ukrainian nobleman Semen
Poloz. In 1614 Polish King Sigismund Il introduced
Magdeburg Law to Gostomel.

The first historical mention ofthe village of
Romanovka (now the territory of Irpin) was in 1506.
By the mid-seventeenth century the village had been
called Romanov Bridge. Archimandrite of Kyiv-
Pechersk monastery, Nikifor Tur, founded a settlement
there.

Another village called Mostische sprang up in
165 1. This village was the property of Kyiv monachs.

In 1868 in the valleys between the rivers Irpin and
Bucha theconstruction of a brick plant and a number
of water and steam mills began. In those times a
settlement of Czech and German colonists called
Severynivka existed. Later it became a part of Irpin as
Severinivska street.

1902 is thought to be the year when Irpin was
founded, it happened after the construction of the
Kyiv-Kovel railway line. Near the railway bridge over
the river there was a crossroad and asettlement named
the same.

In 1956 Irpin status changed into a«city of rayon
subordinance» subordinate to Kyiv-Sviatoshyn Rayon.
In 1962 a decree changed Irpin status to a «city of
oblast subordinance» thus being subordinate to the
oblast authorities rather than to the city administration.
The urban villages of Bucha, Vorzel, Gostomel
and Kotsyubinske were also a part of Irpin, but in
2007Bucha separated from them and became an
independent citycenter.

Today Irpin like Ukraine is undergoing historical
changes. Administrative and territorial reforms have
begun which symbols a new beginning for Irpin.

Nature T Recreation

Irpin region is known for its biodiversity. It has
both forest and steepe with picturesque grassy plains
and mighty oak trees. Most of the forest area has a
mixture of aspen, birch, hornbeam, acacia, maple
and other trees.

The Irpin river banks are covered with
reed, cattail, willow and blackberry bushesand
widemeadows in the valleys. The outskirts of Irpin
are rich in raspberries, strawberries, mushrooms and
a variety of herbs, many of whichare listed in the
«Red Book of Ukraine».

The fauna of Irpin includessquirrels, hedgehogs,
foxes, beavers, wolves, stock and a great number of
rare birds. Some of them, like the ring-necked doves
are in the endangered species list. The Irpin rivers are
rich in different kinds of fish such as a pike, a perch, a
catfish and a carp.

Irpin is regarded as one of the great local resorts.
During the Soviet period the location of suburban
areas outside the capital encouraged the active
development of resorts and recreational facilities.
But over time, these resorts have been dwindled
in number. Today nine sanatorium treatments and
recreational institiutions remain in Irpin with a total
capacity of 1350 guests.

In 2015 a strategy to transform Irpin into a
healthy powerful ecopolis was developed. This plan
calls for a network of recreational establishments and
short - time rest zones featuring forest, meadow and
hydrological parks. 2020 is expected to be the final
term.

Irpin’s proximity to Kyiv led to well-developed
main and regional roads, vital for economic trade in
the region.

The main transport link from Irpin to Kyiv is the
International M-07 Kyiv-Kovel-Yagodynwhich was
designed afterthe European international highway
E-373and highway R-30.

In the north of the regionthere are international
road transport corridors such as Cretan N23 and
Europe-Asia. These corridors are in alignment with
trunk road M-06 Kyiv-Chop and are important for
transport between Ukraine and Western Europe.

On the territory of Irpin there are tree main railway
roads which connect the south and the west of the
countrynamedKyiv-Korosten South-Western Railway.
Along these roads there are three large railway
stations: Bilichi, Irpin and Vorzel .

There is an international cargo airport «Antonov»
in Gostomel and the world's largest transport aircraft
AN-225 and AN-124-100 base is there. The airfield
has a concrete take-off strip 3,500 meters long and
56 meters wide. It is designed for the performance of
testing, production and transport operations used by
Ukrainian and foreign companies.

Air traffic comes in and out of international
airports such as«Kyiv Boryspil» in Kyiv and «Kyiv
Airport»in Zhuliany.

Industry

The economic potential of the Irpin region consists
of manufacturing and chemical industries, production
of glass, rubber and plastic products, furniture, building
materials and others. There are 26 main industrial
enterprises. Many of them are well-known outside
Ukraine.

JSC Vetropack Gostomel Glass is one of the largest
manufacturers of glass containers in Ukraine. The
history of the plant beganin 1912, and since 2006 it
has been owned by a European group of companies
called Vetropack. Partners of the plant are the world
famous companieslike Carlsberg, SABMiller, Heineken,
Obolon, Nemiroff, Khortitsa, Coca-Cola, Henkell and
others.

Ltd. «Plastmodern» is one of the largest
manufacturers of polymeric materials in Ukraine. The
company is the winner of the National Business Rating
competition «Industry Leader» and took the third place
in the competition of business projects of the European
Bank for Reconstruction and Development.

Among other important companies there are the
following ones:«Planeta Plastics»Ltd. that produces
a full range of polyethylene products; «Kateh-
Electro»Ltd. that is the leader in cable production and
has international investments; « TERMPEK» Ltd. is the
manufacturer of thermal blocks which are widely used
all over Ukraine.

The food manufacturer is«VISTA» Ltd.and it's
specializing in the production of mayonnaise,sauces,
margarine and light oils.The pharmaceutical industry in
the region is represented by «Agrofarm»Ltd..

The construction industry has been developing
quickly in recent years, mainly residential property and
public infrastructure.Houses and social infrastructure
buildings are growing every day. Irpin took first place in
Kyiv region in terms of commissioning housing in the
first quarter of 2015.

Education

There are 36 educational institutions in Irpin 31 public
and 5 private ones. Among there are preschool, after-school
and primary/secondary schools. These schools cater for
7,779 children of school age and 2,480 preschool children.

2 new kindergartens are being built in Irpin, 3 more
are being designed. Some private kindergartens and
organizations that are licensed to provide educational services
are working with preschoolers.

Among secondary schools of Irpin there are 3 specialized.
Art Profile School N1 named after A.S. Makarenko. Ithas a
unigue museum of ethnography called «Berehynya», which is
the center of artistic and aesthetic development of students.
Economics and law are taught at school N22. School N212
named after Zarifa Aliyeva specializes in foreign languages.

Extracurricular activities are organized by the Eco-
Technical Center of Students’ Creativity, Youth Creativity
Center for Children and Youth and Children and Youth Sports
School. The club network is strong with 54 clubs and creative
groups.

A club called«Wonderful World» for disabled children
and children with special needs opened in June 2015. This is
the only specialized institution of its kind in Kyiv region.

Higher education is represented by the schools with
accreditation Levels | - IV and trains students at three
speciality levels: Junior Specialist, Bachelor andMaster.

National University of State Tax Service of Ukraine
(NUSTS) educates 7,000 young people from all regions of
Ukraine.

Kyiv Financial and Economic College of the National
University of the State Tax Service of Ukraine and Irpin
Economic College of National Agricultural University of
Ukraine provide trainings for the future students.

A healthy city is a strategic aim for the Irpin ~—

community. Its activity is aimed atimproving the quality of
care and the prevention of diseases.

There are institutions of primary and secondary
health care in the region. There are 8 hospitals,with 254
doctors and 393 nurses. Primary health care of Irpin city
center includes outpatient general practitioners and family
medicine for Irpin and surrounding villages Gostomel,
Vorzel, Kotsyubinske. Since primary and secondary health
care is a priority, effort is aimed at expanding the network
of clinics in the region.

Irpin Central City Hospital provides inpatient and
outpatient therapeutic, diagnostic, consultative, preventive
medical assistance in the region.

Specialized hospitals include Irpin City Clinic, Irpin
Child City Hospital, and Irpin Maternity Hospital.

1253 children were born in 2014. The number of
babies increases every year,which puts Irpin among the
leaders in the birth rate in the wholeKyiv region.

A new children’s clinic which was built in January
2015, reflects the city's emphasis on healthy child
development. The rooms are well-equipped, well-
furnished and feature bright modern decor. The Children’s
Hospital was also renovated at the beginning of 2015.

Irpin has a Military hospital - multidisciplinary medical
diagnostic facility of the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine.
Supported by the Ministry of Health of Ukraine
and the participation of civil society organizations, Irpin
provides special events called «days of public health».
Additional permanent centers of public health are
within the city’s plans as well a new health center to
organize preventive work and provide carefor patients
with Hypertension and an Antihypertensive center for
teenagers and youth called «Youth Friendly Clinics».

Health centers in the region treat primarily respiratory
and cardiovascular disease. The most famous sanatoriums
are located in Irpin («Irpin» and «Lastivka») and in Vorzel
(«Ukraine»).

Irpin has contributed to the world cultural stage.

Irpin Region was a lovely, calm resort city
visited by famous people of the time such as
Lessia Ukrainka, Panas Myrnyi, |.Karpenko-Karyi,
M.Sadowski, PSaksahanskyi, M. Zankovetska,
O.Kuprin, B.Pasternak. and N.Nosov, the father of
the world-famous Dunno, spent his childhood in
Irpin.

V. Krychevskyi lived and worked in
Irpin along with other famous artists like
M .Balyasnyy, M.Dontsov, B.Pianida, V.Sydoruk,
PSabadash, sculptor V.Klymov and S.Zhdanoy,
H.Borysohlibska, bandura playerM.Budnyk, opera
singer O.Petrusenko, playwright and director
|.Tohobochnyi.

Irpin is proud of its poets and writers. The
House of Writers Union of Ukraine was created in
1936. It was built at the former summer residence
of Kyiv manufacturer Chkalov. This society created
outstanding masterpieces such as works of
O.Dovzhenko, O.Vyshnia, M.Stelmah, PZahrebelnyi,
K. Paustovs'kyi, V.Sosyura, and M.Bazhan. Irpin
is sung in the works of Rylskyi, T.Masenko, Ye.
Yevtushenko, A.Malyshko, D.Pavlychko, L. Kostenko
and others. Lives of hundreds of writers are
connected with this region.

Irpin Region’s literature tradition is kept with
the contemporary writers like L.Zakordonets,
N.Okolitenko, D. Kulynyak, V.Badrak,
V.Holoborodko, V.Koskin, Yu.Berezhko-Kaminska,
O.Esaulov, V.Sharoyko and others.

Irpin Region’s musical heritage is rich in
tradition. The works of many composers are located
in Vorzel House, the birthplace of Urainian music
classics. B.Liatoshynskyi, L.Revutsky, M.Dremlyuha,
M.Skoryk, E. Stankovic, I.Karabyts and many others
worked there. Here Platon Maiboroda wrote «Song
of the towel», Alexander Bilash «The Two Colors»,
lhor Shamo «My Kyiv»and Igor Pocklad «Wild
Geese».

Irpin has 15 cultural institutions among whichthere
are 2 houses of culture, cultural and artistic center

Tax Service of Ukraine, the center of culture «Uvarivas

Historic-Educative Museum of Kochur.

34 special interest clubs and groups bring
people together, 15 of them for children. 4 amateur
groups have the title of «Folknational», the choir of
veterans «Memory»,the folk-ethnographic ensemble
«Bereginya»,a man ensemble «Ashtrees», the amateur
choir ensemble «Spring» (Gostomel).

Many of these cultural institutions implement
community projects. The most famous is the artistic
center «Tuning» ,and «AuthorsTheater» led by the
young writer Vasyliy Cherniavskyi is a program gaining
popularity.

Since 2003 the region held an international
nonprofit alternative cinema festival in Iprin, and
since 201 2a youth eco-cultural festival called «Forest
of Hands» . Alsoin 2012, The Irpin Community
Foundation began charity ballstradition in Irpin. New
traditions developed an interactive space called « rt
HOUSE» for creative communications.

The population of the region is served by 5 public
libraries. A modern, multi-cultural community center
was created at the Central City Library in 2015.

The Children’s Music School has been preparing
future musicians for 40 years. 60 teachers teach 440
students. The school is one of the leading cultural
centers of the Irpin region. Music schools provide
excellent opportunities for students and teachers to
interact in a positive environment.

Physical culture I Sport

There are 12 sports clubs, 17 sports halls, and 58
sports facilities in Irpin.

Irpin Children and Youth Sports School is one of the
best in Ukraine. It has 616 students, 17 of them are
candidates and members of national teams of Ukraine.

In 2014-2015, school students took an active part
in the championships of Ukraine, Europe and the World.
In 2013, the school won first place in the All-review
competition for the best sports and recreation facility and
sports-media work of their Coach.

National University of State Tax Service of Ukraine
(NUSTS) is known throughout the country. This institution
sent 15 people to the Olympic Games and boasts 7
winners of Olympic and Paralympic events. Among the
students are: 15 honored masters of sports, 64 masters
of sports of international class, 187 masters of sport, 315
candidates for master of sports.

Irpin’s sports pride is university graduate and silver
medalist of 2012 Olympics wrestling champion Valeriy
Andriytsev. Moreover, Valeriy and another NUSTS student,
Razmikom Tonoyan, together won bronze medals for
Ukraine in 2015 at the first European Games in Baku.

In 2015, the final stage of the regional sports
event«Olympic Day of Kyiv Region» which had more than
2,000 participants, was held in Irpin for the first time. The
organization of this competition so impressed guests and
representatives of the National Olympic Committee, that
Irpin was asked to become a permanent venue for the
regional Olympic day.

As part of the healthy city strategy, new playgrounds
in residential areas were built along with 6major new
sports facilities. 2015 became a banner year for Irpin,
when the community decided to build the first stadium,
to reconstruct the junior sports school and to lay 10
kilometers of bicycle paths.
