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We have received your claim in the amount of $2,564.95, relating to damage allegedly sustained
on August I, 2008 when the Milwaukee Police Department searched your vehicle after the arrest
of your son, who was the driver, south of 29" Street and Locust.

Our investigation reveals the police officers involved indicated that they did not do the alleged
damages. As such, the City cannot accept liability. Therefore, we are denying your claim.

If you wish to appeal this decision, you may do so by sending a letter within 21 days of receipt of
this letter to the Milwaukee City Clerk, 200 East Wells Street, Room 205, Milwaukee, Wisconsin
53202, requesting a hearing.
