was honored during the 13th  annual Negro Leagues Tribute event on August 3, 2018 at Miller 

Park during the Brewers – Rockies game, on a day devoted to honoring the great players of the 

Negro Leagues; and 

 

WHEREAS, Warren Kirkendoll, originally from Gurdon, Arkansas, played for his 

hometown team, the Gurdon Panthers which was sponsored by the local lumber yard; and 

 

WHEREAS, Warren Kirkendoll pitched in the Arkansas-Louisiana-Texas League, a 

barnstorming circuit, an off-shoot of the Negro Southern Leagues I, from 1949 to 1952, and he 

was known to have one for the best fastballs in the Negro Leagues; and 

 

WHEREAS, The Brewers have honored dozens of Negro League players to date and the 

annual event includes an auction of game-worn Milwaukee Bears uniforms worn by Brewers 

players and coaches and the proceeds from the auction go to the Brewers Community Foundation 

to benefit the Yesterday’s Negro League Baseball Players Foundation and the Negro Leagues 

Baseball Museum in Kansas City; and  

 

WHEREAS, For his invaluable contributions to baseball, Warren Kirkendoll will be 

inducted into Yesterday’s Negro League Hall of Fame, located at Mother Kathryn Daniels 

Conference Center in Milwaukee; now, therefore, be it
