	existdescr: The original Italianate home was built for Charles Airing in the early 1860's. It was been expanded 5 to 6 times over 150 years. These substantial additions have covered over and largely eliminated the most striking original architectural features of the home. 

A massive restoration was started in 2016 and complete in 2018 by the current owners. The CoA for this work was approved by the Milwaukee and certified by by the Wisconsin Historical Society. In addition to the exterior and interior restorations, the home now has all new mechanicals and ready to weather another century. 

The home has a masonry porch base, but one feature notably absent from the current home, is the ornamental porch canopy. The proposal here is to build a canopy that is fits with the rest of the architecture.

This home has uniquely different qualities depending on the elevation viewed. The elevation facing Terrace Avenue is tall, flat and is nearly free of any of the Italiante details. except for the main front entry, and the crown, brackets and dentils on the eaves over the 3rd floor. Unfortunately these details are barely visible for the street due to the height of the eaves (almost 40' above the street) and because of the siting of the home so close to the street. 

The proposal is to build a roof on the existing porch brick and stone base. The roof and entablature will be supported by 12 round columns similar to those seen on the south and east face of the house. These columns will be tapered and smooth with Doric capitals and bases. We propose not repeating the flutes and Ionic capitals on the southeast 1915 addition, because those details would add what would seem to be an inappropriate level of ornamentation on a facade that is otherwise quite plain and simple. 

Note that it is not possible to see both the existing columns and the new columns from the same view point, even from the south neighbors home because of the location of the 3 car garage. 

The roof will be a rubber membrane with built-in gutters with a copper edging. The porch eaves and entablature below will match the ornamentation of the current 3rd floor eaves. These details will be appropriately sized for the smaller porch roof. The downspouts will be copper to match the existing.

The current brick and stone base was substantially restored in 2018. We propose to not add a railing around the roof of the porch because there is not access door to the porch roof, and a railing is therefore not required. The double hung windows looking onto the roof are too massive to open easily and the house is air conditioned so there is no need to open these windows. Addition of a railing would likely require that such a railing be a minimum of 36" tall which would not match the 20" to 24" tall porch railing seen throughout Northpoint North and South.
