The original copper gutters on the front of the property and on the South side of the property were removed and replaced with new copper.  In addition, the aluminum down spouts on the front and South sides of the property were removed and replaced with new copper down spouts. 

The South side of the property had significant squirrel damage to the eaves and the soffit facia boards.   Damaged wood was removed, joices were repaired as needed, and new face boards and soffit facia boards were matched to the original and replaced, then stained to match remaining original wood work.
