4. Close proximity (380 feet) from Roberson Family Day Care; and multiple other day
care/learning and development centers/schools
5. Increasing levels of competition

76t St, within 1 Mile
b. Class B Tavern License is available for the neighboring Milwaukee Asian
Market Building #2 (6300 N 76 St.)
6. Issuing another Class A Malt & Beer license sets a precedent that opening a
“grocery” store is the way to obtain a license in the City
7. Objection and concerns raised by residents of the neighborhood
