The existing building will be converted from a second floor apartment and basement/ground floor retail
facility to a restaurant/bar on the ground and second floor with a lower level kitchen.

We intend to have an expanded “covered” second floor deck on Brady Street as well as a replacement
of the existing fixed windows with bi-folding aluminum storefront widows (clear insulated glass, black
prefinished frames). The guards at the open second floor deck to match the existing guard. The outline
of the Brady Street facade and roof line will not change.

The ground floor Brady Street elevation will have (3) fixed windows with clerestories replaced with (3)
Arm R Lite sectional welded aluminum overhead door/windows in (3) existing opening widths. The Arm
R Lite Electra welded aluminum sectional glass door provides a very thin site line for the intermediate
center and meeting rail styles.

The Arlington elevation will have three ground floor Arm R Lite sectional welded aluminum overhead
door/windows, (2) existing and (1) new opening and the replacement/enlargement of two second floor
windows with Arm R Lite sectional welded aluminum overhead door/windows (clear insulated glass,
prefinished black aluminum frames). The second floor new opening guards to match the existing front
deck guard.

No exterior work is contemplated for the south and west elevations.
