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	Text Field 1: The resolution will authorize site control of multiple residential properties in the City of Milwaukee, to a developer that intends on applying for Low Income Housing Tax Credits (LIHTC).  The developer is seeking site control of vacant lots for new construction single family homes and a duplex, as well as existing single family and duplex structures.
	Text Field 2: Close to 50% of Milwaukee's renter households are rent burdened (spend more than 30% of their income on rent).    The project will provide additional affordable housing opportunities for Milwaukee low income households - addressing the need for quality affordable rental housing. 

The properties are vacant single family and duplex homes, that have been marketed on the open market for home buyers.  The properties also include lots that have been vacant for significant time.  The homes are a blighting influence on the neighborhood.  Redevelopment of the homes will improve the physical environment of the neighborhood, by creating occupied homes where negative impact properties once stood. 

The developer has also committed to creating a resource center in partnership with the America's Black Holocaust Museum, to offer additional programming for the community.  The developer expects the community center to feature employment counseling and job training, as well as workshops for entrepreneurs seeking to create and grow successful small businesses.

	Text Field 3:  For Milwaukee's minority households, the issue of "rent burden" is more acute.  Over 62% of African American household and 54% of Latino households in Milwaukee are rent burdened. The development will provide additional affordable housing opportunities for these populations.

The project area spans two census tracts. The southern portion of the project is in census tract 1856, which is identified as being a Low Income Displacement Risk Neighborhood.  This census tract is approximately 73% minority and 48% low-income, with 33% of households living below the poverty line.  It is clear from the demographic data that this census tract has shifted since 2010, and now has less persons that are low-income, and less minorities.  The northern portion of the project is in census tract 1857, which has not yet been identified as a Displacement Risk Neighborhood.  This census tract is approximately 96.5% minority and 78% low-income with 41% living below the poverty line.

If City financial assistance is provided to the project, the development will be subject to resident preference program and small business enterprise hiring and contracting goals.  The city will work with the developer on outreach efforts to insure minority populations and local neighborhood residents are aware of these opportunities.   Additionally, the developer has identified benchmarks for employment and subcontracting that she expects to meet as part of her project.



	Text Field 4: The Alderwoman, along with DCD Planning, have done substantial outreach in the neighborhood through various initiatives, including the Anti-Displacement Plan and the Transit-Oriented Development Plan.  A recurring theme in these meetings has been concerns regarding displacement of existing residents.  The developer has been involved in many development projects and community events in the area.  She plans on doing outreach and public meetings as the project progresses.
