You asked us to review and comment upon a draft Historic Preservation Commission {*HPC™)
ordinance amendment (MCO § 320-21, repealing and recreating 320-21-11-b) that would allow a
delegation of Certificate of Appropriation (“COA™) approval to “one or more persons to
administratively approve. . .without Commissicn approval, . ..”

Because we have a number of concerns regarding legality and enforceability, we are returning the
file to you, unsigned.
