perennials, ornamental grasses and turf grass. Work also includes weeding, edging, mulching (only if required), fertilizing, trimming, sweeping up grass clippings, pruning and deadheading.

17.Project completion: upon substantial completion of the project, the landscape contractor is responsible to conduct a final review with the owner's representative and the general contractor to answer questions and insure that all specifications have been met. The landscape
contractor is to provide watering and general ongoing maintenance instructions (in writing) for the new plantings and lawn to the owner and general contractor .
