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	Text Field 1: This is an annual grant for the City of Milwaukee Health Department's (MHD) Wisconsin Well Woman Program (WWWP) that provides for breast and cervical cancer screening and diagnostic services to women who are eligible under State of Wisconsin Well Woman Program guidelines to include: age, income, and living in the City of Milwaukee.  The City of Milwaukee's WWWP also has sub-contracts for the following: Aurora Health Care Walker's Point Community Health Care for a Nurse Practitioner and Medical Director and the  Milwaukee Consortium for Hmong Health for outreach to the Hmong/Karen/Burmese and Karenni populations. 
	Text Field 2: The only anticipated equity impacts are positive.  Providing breast and cervical cancer screenings and diagnostics services to low income women ensure they are provided services free of charge to to decrease breast and cervical cancer screening rates for minority groups that the Wisconsin Well Woman Program serves.  The program provides grant funds for the Consortium for Hmong Health who provides outreach to the Hmong/Burmese/Karen/Karenni and Laotian communality and also  to the African American community.  This organization has Hmong/Burmese/Karen/Karenni interpreters which decreases barriers to increase breast and cervical cancer screenings in a high risk minority community. MBCCAP has 4 Spanish speaking MHD employees as the majority of the women enrolled are Spanish speaking.   
	Text Field 3: Minority groups that are positively impacted by the Wisconsin Well Woman program are the women that are the highest at risk for breast and cervical cancer and morbidity.  The Well Woman Program 
provides no cost screening and diagnostic services for low income women with no deductibles to ensure that minority women who are the lowest poverty level have access to preventative screenings and needed diagnostic services for abnormal breast and cervical issues.  The women who are enrolled in the Well Woman program would not otherwise have access to these services.  Diagnostic services include expensive diagnostic mammograms/breast ultrasounds/breast biopsies and surgical consults and breast surgery.   Women are also covered for expensive for cervical cancer follow-up for women with abnormal Pap smear tests. African American women were the second largest group to enroll in the program.  Asian, Pacific Islander, and American Indian were also enrolled which is a sign that the current outreach to minority groups is successful. 
	Text Field 4: The City of Milwaukee Health Department's Wisconsin Well Woman Program (WWWP) Milwaukee Breast and Cervical Cancer Awareness Program (MBCCAP) is located in two health centers with high-risk zip codes within the Milwaukee making access less of a barrier.  Women are also enrolled in the WWWP to have services at area providers to continue continuity of care and decrease barriers of traveling to receive service. Patient navigators are located in 3 health care systems to enroll women that MBCCAP staff would not have access to decrease enrollment and service barriers.  There are currently 4 patient navigators at Columbia St. Mary's, St. Joseph hospital, St. Francis hospital and Aurora Health Care.  Schedules the Ascension Mammography coach at our Southside Health Center twice a year to increase screening mammograms.
	Text Field 5: When clients are enrolled in the WWWP, patient demographics are collected and entered into the State of Wisconsin Forward Health Interchange system.  This system tracks all the required documentation for the Race/ethnicity of all women enrolled by MBCCAP.  Reports are provided at the end of the grant cycle yearly.  Also all providers are required to enter reporting forms to provide documentation regarding the number of services provided which is used by the State of Wisconsin Well Woman Program for evaluations.  The State of Wisconsin Well Woman is required to provide information to the Centers for Disease control twice a year for documentation/evaluation of the impact of the program.  This is shared yearly with the local programs.  
	Text Field 6: While there is no anticipated equity impact at this point in time the following are utilized to ensure the program decreases barriers for women to access WWWP and include the following: cab service is provided to all women who enroll to any location they are scheduled at, women are enrolled by patient navigators who are in provider entities to decrease enrollment barriers, women are mailed applications if they are unable to come on site to enroll by MBCCAP staff or patient navigators. Health fairs are conducted by MBCCAP in high risk areas and for high risk populations yearly.  MBCCAP also collaborates with churches, community agencies and receive referrals from all community providers to increase enrollment in WWWP.  Screening objectives are set by the State of Wisconsin yearly but MBCCAP routinely meets or exceeds this yearly objective. 
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
