Fabrication and installation of one 27' tall, double-faced, illuminated blade sign that has "PABST" as the
copy on faces of sign. This sign has been designed with a historic and retro feel, while using LED
illumination. There was a sign of similar nature on the theater (see attached photos) that was installed in
1928 (during first building renovation) and removed in 1975 (during second building renovation). The
front of the building was refaced during the renovation in the late 1970's.

The "PABST" copy is being done with open-faced individual channel letters that have exposed LED
bulbs inside of the letter. Additionally, there is a border of three rows of LED bulbs that surround all copy
and logos. Both of these sets of exposed LED bulbs will be on a chaser/scrolling circuit to further
respect the historic nature of the signs. The sign will be installed at a 45 degree angle at the corner of
Water Street and Wells Street.
