This project will be located on two combined lots on the southwest corner of Palmer and Vine Street.
The northern portion of our site falls within the historic district while the southern portion does not. Our
proposal includes razing the building at 1737 Palmer and combining the existing surface lot to the north
to create our site.

Our proposed building is a 6 story, 50 unit apartment building with two stories of parking fronted by
public space and 4 stories of residential units. We are taking advantage of our sloping site to bury the
first level of parking on Vine St, thus reducing the facade two 5 stories above grade.

Our building has two primary facades facing Palmer St and Vine St while the rear of the building is
located on an alley and our southern facade buts up to the existing converted building. Located to the
south there is a 5 story apartment building, while the Fortress development is located to the west. The
Fortress complex consists of various 5 to 7 story structures. Located across Vine and Palmer are single
family homes that range from 2 to 3 stories.

We took care to develop all four facades, with a concentration of masonry materials located on the two
primary street facades (ie east and north). The building was designed to compliment the existing
surrounding buildings in both scale, materials, and detailing. The facades have been designed with a
strong base, well detailed middle, and a light floating top. On the two street facades we have broken up
the building mass using taller vertical elements and recessed balconies. The scale of these divisions
mimics the width of many of the surrounding residential lots and buildings. The building is further
broken down horizontally with building stepping back at the second floor and then again at the top floor.

The large step back on the 6th floor combined with large expanses of glass and thin roof profile all help
to further reduce the perceived height of the building.

The street facades are further enhanced using simple detailing that reflects some of the historic
detailing in the area without re-creating these expensive features. Note the caps on the second floor,
the caps on the top of the fifth floor, and some accent detailing around the windows. The window types
were also designed with care and reflect the rhythm of older buildings. The windows into the residential
units consist of a more residential mullion pattern while the street level windows are larger glass
expanses that echo back to the large storefronts found in historic structures.

The material palette reflects the surrounding neighborhood and includes a finished concrete panel, brick, fiber cement panels, and wood accents.  Please reference the included elevations for more information on the materials and their locations. 

On the two secondary facades, the building still has a strong base, middle and top.  Additionally, the facade is broken up with vertical elements that are more reminiscent of the scale and feel of the Fortress buildings.  Using material color changes, well designed reveal lines, and fenestration the facades have a good composition that again reflects the adjacent structures.     

Overall, this building is serving as a transitional site between the smaller residential to the north and the larger more commercial buildings to the south and west.  
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
