	existdescr: This application is a resubmittal of a previously approved ADU and garage build at the rear of the property at 1911 N. 2nd St.  This submittal makes no changes to the original design other than requesting to use an alternative to all-wood windows.

The original design of the ADU called out Marvin Ultimate wood windows.  Our objections to the use of all wood windows are as follows:

1.  All-Wood windows are more susceptible to rot over time.  
2.  All-Wood windows are more expensive than the comparable aluminum clad option that we are proposing.  As a homeowner, the prospect of paying more for a less effective product is frustrating, especially if the overall look of the windows remains relatively consistent.
3.  All-wood windows have extensive lead times that jeopardize our project schedule.  As supply chains continue to lag well behind demand, some products have become exponentially harder to acquire.  

In lieu of the Marvin all-wood windows, we are proposing the use of Pella Lifestyle windows.  These are wood interior, aluminum clad exterior windows with clean lines and an unobtrusive view, similar to the proposed Marvin windows.  The sash frame dimensions are similar to the Marvin option and even more similar to the existing windows of the existing home on the property.  The exterior cladding is durable and will not peel over time.  The finish on the exterior cladding is not overly glossy and therefore, it would truly require a close examination by most people to even determine the material as metal rather than wood.  Pella also uses a compression jamb, which is consistent with the windows in the existing residence.

We will be submitting drawings and/or pictures of the existing home windows along side the specifications of the Pella Lifestyle windows for clarification.
