OUTER LANDSCAPE WALL (SEE PHOTOS 1-5)
- The south and east side of the landscape wall (outer portion of wall) shall be inspected and tested for soundness.
Mortar joints which are visibly loose, eroded or separated from adjoining masonry units shall be cut out to a minimum
depth of one inch (3/4" and as much more as conditions require. After cleaning and flushing with water, joints which
have been cut out and all voids in mortar shall be filled with a non-shrinking mortar and finished off with a tooled
surface to match existing work as closely as possible. Completed work shall be wet down to insure proper curing of
mortar. Hairline cracks in mortar shall not be deemed defective and are not included in the quote.
NOTE: Focus of work is on joints credit-card width or wider. Section of wall blocked by Ivy will not be worked on.
