	existdescr: As a contributing building in the Historic Concordia District, the front walkways and stairs of 1013-1015 N. 33rd Street are in need of a renovation. The concrete for the south set of stairs and the entire walkway and stair system to the north have deteriorated, causing cracks and uneven steps and slabs. The brick knee walls that flank each side of the stairs at the porch are in need of repair as they start to lean and deteriorate.

The proposed renovation would include pouring a new concrete staircase for the south set of stairs at the main porch. These stairs rise up 33" from the walkway to the front porch and are 60" wide. The brick knee walls on either side of the south stairs will need to be rebuilt. To prevent future failure of these knee walls and stairs, a foundation will be added to provide a good base.

The concrete for the north approach to the front porch will need to be poured to match the existing walkway and stairs. The first set of stairs rise up 25" from the city sidewalk to the front yard. The stairs and walkway are 60" wide. The distance from top of the first set of stairs to the start of the second set of stairs is 100.75" long. The second set of stairs are 60" wide and rise up 35.75" to the concrete front porch. As with the south set of stairs, the brick knee walls on either side of the second stairs will need to be rebuilt, and a foundation added for the knee walls and stairs.
