We are requesting to leave the paint on the concrete slabs under our windows and around the sides of
the house. They were painted professionally by a local painter over the last couple months. We are one
of over a dozen homes within a couple blocks on Sherman Blvd. with painted concrete slabs under their
windows (as well as on their porches and on concrete planters). We feel it is unfair to be singled out
and told to remove our paint when a critical amoutn of other homes (and church buildings) are allowed
to leave theirs on. As artists, we feel that the paint job (which mainly covered our windows) makes our
house look more vibrant and beautiful. It helps the colors of the original stained glass windows to really
pop. We are also aware that the paint on the concrete does not damage the concrete. In fact, it works
to preserve the integrity of the concrete over years of weathering. As full owners of our home (we
recently paid off our mortgage), we are here to stay and we are actively working to keep the house in
good shape. Please know that we have no intent of "bucking the system" or being thorns in the Historic
Preservation Commission's side. We simply ask that the historic preservation codes be applied fairly
and consistently, or that these codes be revisited and adapted to current realities, which includes a
softening of codes to deem painted concrete as appropriate on historic homes. Thank you for the
invitation to be heard. We look forward to meeting with you at the public hearing.
