AB-832/SB-848 Relating to increasing the law enforcement training reimbursement.

AB-588/SB-573 Relating to allowing persons to charge fees for the use of electric vehicle charging stations and
the installation and operation of electric vehicle charging stations by the Department of Transportation or a
political subdivision.

AB-834/SB-874 Relating to no-knock search warrants and certain expenditures of federal moneys by first class
cities.

AB-837 Relating to grants for law enforcement officer recruiting and bonuses for law enforcement officers.
