Known as
the 2021-2 In Rem Parcel 209, securing the court's order and recording said order with the Milwaukee County
Register of Deeds; and, be it

Further Resolved, That if the current levy-year installment taxes and all prior levy-year delinquent taxes
inclusive of accrued interest and penalties due through the month of payment, plus all related City charges
incurred through date of payment, are not paid within 30 days of the adoption of this resolution, this process
becomes null and void.
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
