This resolution authorizes the Milwaukee Police Department to apply for, accept, and fund a TraCS
Project Grant from the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, Bureau of Transportation Safety in
the amount of $100,000, with a city share of $0 and a grantor share of $100,000.
